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City Vision

To increase building efficiency providing a healthier environment for building occupants and customers; to increase the city’s economic strength through energy savings; and, to increase the efficiency and cost effectiveness of city government through building energy saving retrofits and building occupant behavioral actions. 

Initial Focus and Structure

The initial focus will be to: 1) assess the current state of city buildings and develop a prioritized list of energy efficiency maintenance, equipment replacement, and retrofit actions; and 2) to implement an energy-saving behavioral program for city staff.   

Potential Partners and Responsibilities

Current partners are Rebuild Idaho.  They will make technical assistance requests to assist the city in developing building priorities, assist in development and implementation of an employee behavioral program and promote the activities of the city Partnership.

Targeted Buildings or Sectors

All city buildings are targeted for energy savings measures through system retrofit, maintenance and behavioral actions.  The current city hall will not be targeted for structural retrofits because we will be moving from the building within a few years.
