   Energy Smart Schools/Rebuild America

PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT

Rebuild America and Energy Smart Schools is a U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) program whose mission is to build partnerships among communities, states, and the private sector to improve building performance, and to provide a gateway connecting people, resources, ideas and practices for energy solutions to community needs.  Partnerships may be led by anyone and may comprise any combination of public and private organizations, and must include a representative of state or local government.  DOE provides assistance, products, and services to help community Partnerships plan and carry out activities that improve their community’s buildings while reducing energy consumption.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF AGREEMENT

DOE and the Rebuild America Partnership agree that:

Investing in our communities through improved energy efficiency in buildings is a win-win opportunity for our communities and the nation.  Energy-efficient buildings reduce energy costs, increase available capital, spur economic growth, and improve working and living environments.  Rebuild America provides a viable strategy to achieve these goals, through its Partnerships’ activities and through its network of business, financial, and technical experts.

DOE agrees to:
· Assign a Program Representative who will be the point of contact for the Partnership with DOE.  The Program Rep will assist the Partnership in the development and implementation of its community energy-efficiency program.

· Recognize the Partnership and its activities locally, statewide and nationally.  

· Promote exchanges of information and provide guidance, workbooks, and reference contacts including complementary DOE and other Federal, State and Local programs.  Support peer exchange conferences to aid in replicating successes throughout the United States.

· Support workshops on applicable energy, business, finance, and organizational topics.

· Maintain a Rebuild America web site creating a single point of reference for partnership and program information, peer exchange elements, calendar of events, “toolbox” of resources, and links to various other complimentary programs.

Rebuild America Partnership agrees to:

· Lead in the formation of a community partnership that will plan, organize and carry out a significant number of building performance and energy-efficiency projects and activities.  

· Periodically update DOE on partnership status and progress towards achieving project goals including energy savings, success stories, lessons learned, planned activities, etc., and contribute to the Rebuild America Web site.

· Acknowledge its participation in the Rebuild America program, using the DOE Rebuild America logo on marketing and informational materials in accordance with DOE guidelines.

· Participate, when possible, in Rebuild America national and regional Peer Exchange and other appropriate meetings and conferences.

PARTNERSHIP PLANNING QUESTIONS:

1.  What is the initial vision of the lead partner/Partnership?

To improve the learning and teaching environment of Kenton County Schools with the added benefit of reducing the energy requirements and utility bills for Kenton County Schools. This will allow funds saved to be directed to other educational of facillities needs of the school system.







2.  What is the Partnership’s initial focus and structure?

The focus and structure will be on the school as idenified by an energy audit and those projects currently in a Capital Improvement Program. This partership will focus specifically on K-12 schools.







3. Who does the Partnership identify as potential “partners”?  What are the proposed responsibilities of these “partners”?

No other partners are identified at this time. Potential partners are associated local government and local business partners.







4.  What are the Partnership’s targeted building sectors?  

Schools





5.  What are the Partnership’s initial goals for building performance, EE projects and activities?  Square footage?  Energy reduction?

An improved learning and teaching environmment through improved building systems performance and energy savings. The total number of square feet committed is 1,543,877. The total number of school buildings in the district is 23. 







6.  How will building improvements fit in with local priorities?

Yes, improvements to the School Facilities is one of the community’s targeted areas.







7.  How will the activities of the Partnership be supported?

Within the Operating and Capital Budgets







8.  What is the Partnership’s time frame – schedule?

The timing of the projects are dependant on the project funding and the method of accomplishment.
