The Cleveland Green Building Coalition is the primary lead organization, handling primary coordination of the partnership and all projects in the Cleveland area.  The Oberlin Design Initiative is the secondary lead organization, handling coordination of all projects in Lorain County.  Both organizations are currently involved in several projects, with numerous partners, in which Rebuild America could play a role.  Complete matrices with partners and projects are attached. 

2. What is the initial vision of the lead partner/partnership?

I. In Cleveland:

The Cleveland Green Building Coalition is a non-profit organization based in Cleveland, Ohio.  The organization’s mission is to advance green development in Cleveland and Ohio through education, programs and projects.  The CGBC exists to increase awareness and encourage use of green building and development in Greater Cleveland and northeastern Ohio through the following programs: 

• Education -- Educate building and design professionals, the general public and the media

• Expertise -- Provide technical expertise

• Demonstration Projects -- Facilitate green developments and projects

• Policy Development -- Develop alliances

The initial partnership aims to utilize local expertise and national experts to further numerous projects that the Cleveland Green Building Coalition is pursuing with Cleveland area professionals and organizations.  

Current Projects include:

The Cleveland Environmental Center (CEC):

One of our first collaborative efforts is re-developing a former Cleveland Trust Co. branch built in 1918 at the corner of Fulton Road and Lorain Avenue. Known as the Cleveland Environmental Center, the retrofitted building showcases the synergies between historic and green building techniques, becoming an educational tool for the entire community. 

The Cleveland Green Building Coalition, Ohio City Near West Development Corporation and Cleveland Urban Properties, Ltd., joined together in 2000 to develop the national demonstration project that will be home to several environmental nonprofit organizations and for-profit tenants.

The first floor of the four-story, 25,000-square-foot structure features natural lighting, 26-foot-high ceilings and other coveted architectural details. Green building principles employed in the project include:

· use of local materials and suppliers to cut down on transportation costs and spur the local economy; 

· nontoxic, non-volatile organic compound (VOC) emitting paints and carpets to create healthy indoor air;

· utilization of recycled and reused materials to reduce resource consumption, including water savings;

· integration of solar panels and hydrogen fuel cells to generate energy;

· geothermal heating and cooling, energy efficient fixtures and insulated windows to reduce energy use and create a comfortable work environment;

· proximity to public transportation, inclusion of shower facilities and bike racks to encourage alternative transportation; and

· demonstration living roof to reduce storm water runoff and decrease roof top temperatures.
Cleveland Green Schools Task Force:

The Task Force is an ad hoc group of over 20 Northeast Ohio non-profit organizations that have joined together to offer expertise and resources to the Cleveland Municipal School District, which has recently passed a levy for over $800 Million for school renovations, along with other Northeast Ohio School Districts to:  

· optimize returns on capital investments

· enhance health and comfort of students, teachers and staff

· improve students’ retention and performance

· support an atmosphere for innovative school curriculum

· enhance an image of effective management and stewardship of public funds

· reduce the environmental impact of building renovations 

Sustainable Communities Symposium (SCS):

The SCS planning group consists of representatives from Northeast Ohio organizations.  The SCS planning group organized four working-groups in Architecture, Business, Infrastructure, and Policy/Legal.  The working groups met through the Fall of 1999 developing sustainability agendas within the topical areas.  In May of 2000, over 400 individuals and organizations came together for a weekend symposium.  Since the symposium, the SCS planning group, with funding from the US EPA and local foundations has continued to develop sustainability initiatives within the region, including the Green Schools Task Force, an education working group, and the “greening” of numerous facilities in the region.

Youth Intervention Center (YIC):

The Youth Intervention Center (YIC) is a $60 Million new construction of the world’s first “green” youth intervention center.  The Cuyahoga County Commissioners demonstrated forward thinking in their decisions for the center.  These included an assessment center, to help figure-out mental and physical health conditions and the appropriate level of service and security necessary within the center. Along with this assessment, the Cuyahoga County Commissioners stated in the Request For Proposals a strong commitment to green building, insuring that the facility has high indoor air quality, and that sleeping rooms, recreation rooms, and dining facilities have abundant natural light.  The Cleveland Green Building Coalition aims to work with the architects and project development team to truly integrate green building.

Training Workshops and Cleveland GBC Education:

The Cleveland GBC conducts numerous educational events each year, including technical training workshops along with design charettes, and public speakers.  Upcoming proposed workshops are included as appendix A.

II. In Lorain County:

The Oberlin Design Initiative (ODI) is an entrepreneurial not-for-profit program founded by recent Oberlin College graduates.  By working within the Oberlin community to identify innovative solutions, bring the human resources of Oberlin College to the community, and promote intra-community dialogue, ODI serves as a catalyst for environmental, social and economic sustainability in Oberlin.

The Lorain County Chamber of Commerce’s Mission is to enhance the quality of life in Lorain County through a unified and coordinated regional economic development program that provides leadership, maximizes resources, and emphasizes cooperation.

The Oberlin Design Initiative and the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce have partnered around several projects.

The goals of the projects included herein are to research, develop, implement, and evaluate actions that improve economic development, and reduce resource/energy use in Oberlin.  These will be accomplished by educating and coordinating organizations, institutions, businesses, industries and agencies to carry out project actions.  This comprehensive approach will improve quality of life and environmental sustainability in Oberlin, making an example that can be replicated by other communities.

The partnership aims to utilize local expertise and national experts to further numerous projects in the Oberlin area and beyond.

Current projects include:

Promote Green Industry and Eco-Industrial Relationships

The goal is to encourage green industrial development in the City of Oberlin and Lorain County.  To begin this process, ODI is researching the theory and practice of developing green industry and eco-industrial parks.  We will give the results in a report to the Office of Community Affairs in the summer of 2002.  To effectively promote green industry in the area we must produce baseline data on companies in Lorain County.  ODI is working with Lorain County Chamber of Commerce to help companies in Lorain County complete self-reporting surveys on materials use.  ODI will compile a database of material inputs and outputs for several companies in Lorain County, to be used by a team of experts to identify possible by-product exchange relationships between companies.  Once implemented, these relationships will save participating companies money while reducing waste.  The stronger the system of exchanges becomes, the greater the incentive for green industries to locate, and remain, in the area.

Develop Green Technologies

Northeast Ohio generally missed the digital economy wave.  But we can be on the forefront of the next wave: the hydrogen, and/or “green,” economy.  To make that transition, industries in the area will need technical and financial assistance.  This partnership can help to access those resources for local industries, and can promote a business environment that can attract green industries to this part of the country.

Improve Energy Efficiency

We will help Oberlin businesses, industries, institutions, municipal organizations and residences to achieve greater energy efficiency.  Working with the Oberlin Municipal Light and Power System we will conduct energy audits that analyze historical use and size, discover current equipment lists, and use blower door and infrared technology.  Through these actions we will get an accurate picture of building energy consumption.  We will then produce and deliver recommendations for changes, followed by implementation and evaluation of the costs and benefits of changes undertaken, to provide other prospective partners with an accurate picture of what they stand to gain from energy efficiency measures.

Increase and Improve Downtown Living

There are other potential projects related to energy efficiency that have to do mainly with renovating and rebuilding in downtown Oberlin, and employing Smart Growth principles in the City’s development plans.

SCA Community Center

Sustainable Community Associates, Ltd. was formed in 2001 by three Oberlin alumni to create a unique, multipurpose structure that integrates housing, economic development, and community. This building will provide a community-oriented living facility, fostering economic development downtown, and creating a physical hub for the youth of the community at large. SCA is working to partner with the Oberlin city government and school system, the students and administration of Oberlin College, the Oberlin Design Initiative, and with the businesses and community groups already present within the community fabric, so that the project can amplify and sustain the progress currently underway.

Downtown Building Owner Workshops

Downtown Oberlin businesses need the foot traffic that results from high building occupancy above their shops.  However, upper floor occupancy is low and, currently, the incentive for downtown building owners to renovate their upper floors to improve livability is also low.  Our goal is to coordinate working relationships between national experts in financing mechanisms, and historic and energy efficient retrofit and renovation architecture and these downtown building owners.  Through workshops we aim to help owners work through the issues and plan renovations to their properties that will end up benefiting their bottom line, the economic and social fabric of downtown Oberlin, and the energy efficiency of each building.

Smart Growth

This project aims to provide an alternative to the polarized pro-growth/no-growth debate by applying a set of Smart Growth principles to local regulatory structures.  Working closely with municipal authorities on existing review processes, we will work with students and community members to produce reports, provide case studies, hold community-wide work sessions, and lay the planning groundwork for an Oberlin Comprehensive Plan. Important to the regional component of the project is a study into means of intergovernmental cooperation, and a series of conversations between members from different municipalities in the greater-Oberlin region.  We will produce and distribute documents that articulate how local zoning ordinances and building codes can apply Smart Growth Principles in the City of Oberlin, Pittsfield Township, New Russia Township, and Lorain County.

3. What is the Partnership’s initial focus and structure?
   

The partnerships involved in the initiatives, as outlined above, focus on the integration of sustainable building practices into the built environment, and training of Northeast Ohio building professionals.  

I. In Cleveland:

Each project has a different focus and structure; they are as follows:

The Cleveland Environmental Center (CEC):

Focus:

The focus of this project is the purchase and renovation of an historic 1918 bank using green building strategies to facilitate the creation of a non-profit environmental center.

Structure: 

The Cleveland Green Building Coalition is acting as project green building facilitator, fundraiser, and coordinator with non-profit environmental organizations.  Architectural and Engineering has been completed, initial geothermal test wells have been conducted, and building simulation has been completed.  To date approximately $2.8 million have been raised for a total construction budget of $3.3 million. Approximately 7 non-profit environmental organizations have signed letters of intent to participate in the project.

Also integral to the project are two developers: Cleveland Urban Properties, and Ohio City Near West Development Corporation.  These organization’s are responsible for development issues, specifically related to the purchase, renovation, leasing, and operations and maintenance of the facility.

Cleveland Green Schools Task Force:

Focus:

The focus of the taskforce is to integrate green building strategies into the up-coming expenditure of $1.2 billion for the renovation and construction of 121 Cleveland Municipal School District facilities, as well as other Northeast Ohio school districts.  The initial focus has been on two committees: 1) Education/Communications committee; and 2) Technical Advisory committee.  

1) The Education/Communications committee is working to organize a one-day green schools symposium in October.  The symposium will include workshop topics such as: Indoor Air Quality, HVAC and Energy, Site and Daylighting.  

2) The Technical Advisory Committee has developed a comprehensive list of design suggestions for the integration of energy efficiency and green design into the reconstruction of school facilities.

Structure:

The Cleveland Green Building Coalition Executive Director, Sadhu Johnston, serves as chair of the Task Force, as well as chair of the Education/Communications committee.

Phil Hart, AIA, serves as co-chair of Task Force and chair of the Technical Advisory committee.

Cleveland State University- Levin College of Urban Affairs Staff: Rosemary Szubski and Kathy Hexter serve as staff to the Task Force.

Sustainable Communities Symposium (SCS):

Focus:

The focus of SCS is on the organization of Sustainable Communities Symposium 2002 to take place in May.  The first SCS was conducted in May 2000 and involved over 400 participants in a three day conference on integrating sustainable development into Cleveland.

Structure:

Phil Hart, AIA, serves as chair of Sustainable Communities Symposium.

Cleveland State University- Levin College of Urban Affairs Staff: Rosemary Szubski and Kathy Hexter serve as staff to SCS.

Youth Intervention Center (YIC):

Focus:

The Youth Intervention Center (YIC) design competition was recently concluded with the selection of a green design and architecture firm.  The focus of the partnership with the Cuyahoga County Officials, and chosen architect is to truly integrate green design by utilizing national experts in the design and construction phases

Structure:

The County Architect, Berj Shakarian, will work directly with the County Administrator Lee Trotter and Marc Scoebel the project manager.  The Cleveland Green Building Coalition aims to work with key project staff to integrate national expertise into the project.

Training Workshops and Cleveland GBC Education:

Focus:

The focus of the training workshops is on a series of ½ day and full day technical seminars throughout the Fall of 2001 and Spring of 2001.  

Structure:

The Cleveland Green Building Coalition will host workshops in partnership with national experts.

II. In Lorain County

The partnership in Lorain County is focused on four goals in Oberlin:

A. Improve competitive edge and productivity of local industry

B. Reduce resource and energy use

C. Attract innovative/technological manufacturers

D. Increase and improve downtown living
In Lorain County the structure of each project, and the organizations involved, are still evolving.  In general, the Oberlin Design Initiative, along with its primary partner on these projects, the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce, serve as project facilitators and catalysts, linking the resources of Oberlin College and other organizations with the needs of the Oberlin community.

Promote Green Industry and Eco-Industrial Relationships

Focus:

The initial foci are: 1) to develop a strong understanding of how other communities have developed green industries and eco-industrial parks; 2) to research potential by-product exchange relationships for industries in Lorain County.  Both of these actions have as their goal the promotion of green industry in Oberlin and Lorain County.

Structure:

ODI is conducting the case study research outlined above.  It is also leading the effort to survey industries in the area.  ODI is working with Oberlin College students to draft, distribute and compile the data from these surveys.  The Lorain County Chamber of Commerce will put the survey on their website and encourage their members to fill out the surveys.  The Lorain County Solid Waste Management District will assist with surveys and interviews at companies.  Once complete, the database of all major material inputs and outputs for the major industries will need to be analyzed to create a list of potential by-product exchange relationships.  We will require financial and technical assistance at this point.  Our hope is that Rebuild America can help us find these resources.

Develop Green Technologies

Focus:

ODI and the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce are focused on helping Hydro Tube, Inc. to develop fuel cell production, as a first step that will encourage other industries to look into green technologies.

Structure:

ODI and the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce are developing a working relationship with Hydro Tube, Inc. to find a common understanding of their interests and the assistance available from Rebuild America in this endeavor.  ODI will coordinate workshops between Rebuild America and Hydro Tube, Inc. to work through financing, business and technical concerns.

Improve Energy Efficiency

Focus:

The focus is to help the existing City projects in energy efficiency, such as energy audits and energy saver kits, to be more helpful and to reach a greater number of clients than they currently are able to with the limited staff time and funds currently available.

Structure:

ODI and the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce are working with Oberlin Municipal Light and Power System to expand and improve their services by accessing resources, such as Oberlin College student workers and Rebuild America technical and financial experts.

Increase and Improve Downtown Living

Focus:

The focus is to develop, retrofit and renovate already built space in the downtown core of Oberlin to increase the number of, and improve existing, mixed-use commercial and residential buildings.

Structure:

To help Sustainable Communities Associates with their project, ODI is coordinating some of the necessary research on green building, involving their project in our plans for workshops, and helping SCA to form partnerships with other organizations.

We are serving as the primary coordinator of downtown building owner workshops, though we will work closely with the Oberlin Area Chamber of Commerce and Main Street Program, and the Oberlin College Office of Community Affairs.

In the smart growth project, ODI staff and volunteers are the primary researchers and are providing the products of their research to Oberlin City Council, the City Planner and Planning Commission, and the Oberlin College Office of Community Affairs.  Staff is also coordinating panel discussions and workshops on the issues of sprawl and zoning strategies for the community at large.

4. What are the responsibilities of the “partner” organizations?


I. In Both Cleveland and Lorain:

The responsibilities of partnering organizations vary significantly on a case-by-case basis.  See question 3 above for specific duties as well as the attached spreadsheet of partnering organizations.

5. Why are these organizations participating in the Partnership?
  

I. In Both Cleveland and Lorain:
Successful completion of the projects described above requires significant collaboration of organizations, agencies and individuals.  Given that the Cleveland Green Building Coalition and the Oberlin Design Initiative are not the key developers/actors in many of these projects, but work to integrate sustainable design strategies and actions, strong partnerships with other entities are essential.  Cleveland and Oberlin are geographically close, and their needs similar and closely tied.  It follows that the Rebuild America program should be regional in scope to allow sharing of experts, collaboration on programs, and thinking through issues on a regional scale.

6.
How will building retrofits fit in with local priorities?
   

I. In Both Cleveland and Lorain:
The Cleveland Green Building Coalition focuses on the integration of Green Building into new and existing buildings.  Retrofits are an essential part of the work that this partnership works toward.  The Cleveland Environmental Center is a building retrofit, the Green Schools Task Force is focusing on the retrofit of over 120 schools, as are the training workshops.

In Oberlin, the SCA Community Center and downtown building owner workshops focus on redeveloping and retrofitting, respectively, buildings in the downtown.  There is also the potential for retrofits in the industrial, institutional, residential and low-income residential sectors.

7.
How will the activities of the Partnership be supported? 

I. In Both Cleveland and Lorain:
The activities of the projects outlined above will be supported by either the staff of the Cleveland Green Building Coalition, the Cleveland State University staff, or other project partners.  The staff of the Oberlin Design Initiative, the Lorain County Chamber of Commerce, or other project partners will support the activities of the Partnership in Lorain County.

8. What is the Partnership’s timeframe schedule?


I. In Cleveland:

Numerous projects outlined above have already begun, and are on-going, others have yet to begin.  The Cleveland Environmental Center will begin construction in the Fall/Winter of 2001.  The Green Schools Task Force will conduct the one-day symposium in October, but will have on-going collaboration with area-wide school districts.  The SCS work was initiated in 1999, and will continue indefinitely.  The YIC will be in design phase throughout the Fall of 2001 and Spring of 2002.  The structure will be complete by 2003.  The technical workshops will begin in the Fall of 2001 and commence in Summer 2002.

II. In Lorain:

The Promote Green Industry and Eco-Industrial Relationships project has been underway for five months and actions currently outlined will continue through December, 2002, at which point new activities will be planned.

The Develop Green Technologies project will begin in January, 2002.

The Improve Energy Efficiency project relates to on-going activities of the City of Oberlin and will begin detailed planning stages in January, 2002.

The Increase and Improve Downtown Living project: the work of SCA has been going since Spring, 2001.  Preliminary research, workshops and design work for the community center will begin in February, 2002 and continue through December, 2002.  Construction may begin as early as Spring 2003.

Downtown building owner workshops will begin in Spring, 2002.

The Smart Growth project began research in early Fall, 2001, has already compiled two documents for City officials, and is coordinating the first panel discussion to take place on January 9, 2002.

9.   Does the lead partner understand RBA’s resources and limitations?    If yes, please describe RBA’s resources that you would need to complete your project.      

I. In Both Cleveland and Lorain:
We understand that Rebuild America is a network of community partnerships made up of local government agencies, businesses, and other organizations.  The network consists of the country’s leading experts and researchers on the issues directly related to the projects outlined in this application.  Rebuild America provides support in the form of business and technical tools to assist partners in achieving their goals.  It is extremely useful to the projects outlined above to be able to coordinate research efforts with similar projects throughout the U.S.  We are excited by the opportunity to share our experience and expertise with other Rebuild America Partners.

To complete projects we will need experts in many of the fields described in each of the four categories on the Rebuild America website: Program Resources, Project Planning and Management, Technologies, and Market Sectors. 

In order to facilitate the partnerships, organize meetings, bring together resources, and pay staff time for these activities, the lead organizations request funding of $15,000.  Of these funds $10,000 will be allocated to the Cleveland Green Building Coalition for this purpose.  Also $5,000 will be allocated to the Oberlin Design Initiative for this purpose.

Several factors that will contribute to the success of the Oberlin Design Initiative ventures:


• The City of Oberlin passed a Sustainability Resolution in Spring 2001, demonstrating their commitment to these goals.


• Oberlin College recently contracted with the Rocky Mountain Institute to analyze energy use on the entire campus.  The analysis, along with recommendations for changes, has recently been delivered to the College.


• David Orr is working to promote a wind farm development north of Oberlin that would add to the College’s power supply, decreasing reliance on the coal-powered plant that currently services the College.


• The City of Oberlin is now in the final testing stages of a landfill methane gas production of electricity project.


• Oberlin Municipal Light and Power System recently created the Energy Services Division with the express purpose of reducing energy consumption in the community.

• The Oberlin Design Initiative and Lorain County Chamber of Commerce are coordinating a community application to become a Governor’s Energy Smart Community Challenge member.

2001-2002
October 16, 2001 – Symposium

Green Schools Symposium

Afternoon and evening sessions will focus on the benefits and feasibility of incorporating green design principles during the renovation of schools.  Afternoon workshop topics include: indoor air quality, energy and HVAC, and curriculum integration.  The evening keynote will address architectural components of green schools including case studies.  Benefits to the community can include healthier learning environments, educational opportunities, and lower operating costs.

October 26, 2001 – ½ Day Workshop 

Green Interiors: Definitions and Strategies

“What actually constitutes green design?”  “What can I do within my own practice?”  This seminar will define the core principles of sustainability as they relate to interiors..  There will be a focus on Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design Interiors (LEED)- the definitive standard for what constitutes a green interior that is currently being developed.

November 13, 2001 – Morning and Afternoon Workshop- 

Designing for Lighting Efficiency, Daylighting and Window Selection

Effective lighting designs improve comfort and energy efficiency.  Award-winning consultants provide instruction on whole system design, solar access, building energy analysis, sustainability and microclimate issues, as well as a discussion of computer and physical models.

November 2001 – Speaker

Sustainable Business

Paul Hawken, author of The Ecology of Commerce and international expert on sustainable business, challenges basic assumptions about business and outlines a new strategy to make conservation profitable.

December 3, 2001 – 2/3 Day Workshop

Indoor Air Quality/Material Selection

The US EPA has rated indoor air quality as one of the top five environmental hazards in America.  Creating healthy indoor air has many components.  This workshop will focus on solutions to indoor air quality problems along with material selection. While the information is pertinent to residential design, the workshop will focus on commercial, industrial, and retail space. 

January 2002 – ½ Day Workshop

Benefits, Drawbacks and Economics of Raised Floors
