Why Are Controls So Important to Supers?


Both the Brooklyn and Bronx meetings in January are devoted to heating systems controls. Why? Because…

1. For many, how they work is a big mystery. Unfortunately, the result too often is over-heating, under-heating and, as often, complaints by tenants that drive the super up the wall!

2. There are quite a few different competing controls. Some are better than others. Just about all of them today are more or less computerized. The super has to learn to fly with instruments!

3. When the controls don’t seem to work right and the super then sets the control that results in overheating, the excessive use of fuel is tremendous. (Only one degree of overheating  - it’s usually more like 5% - results in an increase of fuel use (gas or oil) of 2 1/2 percent!  And who gets blamed?


The speaker, Jeff Eichenwald is (1) a super, (2) a very respected teacher of boiler operations and (3) the Chair of the Club’s Training and Certification Committee. You will go back to your building with some really good notes.

 Members and guests at our December 8 meeting each received a little box of three plastic strips with two holes that enable them to be mounted over an ordinary switch plate. City Feeling Depression More than Others

The recession affecting the entire country is having a particularly dire impact on New York City, as 
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economists predict the city will endure a deeper and more protracted downturn than the rest of the nation. The gross city product, a measure of the city's economic output, declined 1.6 percent in the third quarter of the year, compared with a 0.4 percent fall for the nation as a whole. New York City lost 44,200 jobs in October alone and, according to the state Labor Department, could lose 50,000 more by mid-2002.

Part of this is due to the effects of the attacks on the World Trade Center. In addition to some $30 billion in damage and cleanup expenses, the attacks could cost New York City $20 billion in lost economic activity this year and $10 billion more next year, according to one estimate. The city's economic dependence on financial services makes the situation worse, as the stock market has plummeted.

The economic difficulties come as the first welfare families reach the five-year time limit for receiving federal assistance and will have to turn to state aid. Many New York recipients, who had been in the city workfare program, had hoped to land regular jobs and get off welfare. The economic slump makes that exceedingly difficult.
