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[image: image1.png]fluorescent light and noise poliution; and creating more natural lighting and ventilation control,
Ashley said.

"These are the first buildings that are doing this,” Ashley said.

But some of the upgrades could be dropped from the project if the costs are too high, Stark said,
Renovation work there is scheduled to begin in 2005.

"It's & lot more environmentally friendly to staff and students,” Stark said. "Cost of operation is a
dictating factor, but we don't want to lose track that we're trying to improve the environment.”

The district has also received a $154,000 grant from Gov. George Pataki's 1996 Clean
Water/Clear Air Bond Act, to fit 98 of the districts’ 114 school buses with a deviee to reduce
emissions, Smith said.
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
