Business Partner Recognized for Commitment to Energy-Saving Partnerships

Sarnafil developed design specifications including construction details for Rebuild America partners; provides model presentations on energy-efficient roofing for use by community members or school officials; and assists schools in obtaining third-party review of design performance contracts.

Sarnafil also co-sponsored a Rebuild America/State of Arizona program in Phoenix on energy-saving roofing and lighting as well as commissioning and finance for local school officials, architects, engineers and consultants.
