The seminar will focus on the financial and environmental benefits of improving the energy-efficiency of a building. Case studies will show how to lower energy bills through a variety of means including better insulation levels, high-performance windows, energy-efficient lighting and appliances, improved duct systems, and high-efficiency heating and cooling equipment. The seminar will also provide information on alternative energy sources for powering a building. Experts will discuss the future of solar, wind, biomass, and geothermal energy.  

Representatives from NYSERDA’s Mid-Hudson Energy $mart Communities program will present information on NYSERDA’s technical assistance and low-interest loans that are available to finance the renovation or construction of energy-efficient buildings.
