Central Avenue Saves Money Through Energy Efficiency


	The New York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA), in partnership with the Central Avenue Business Improvement District, and the Environmental Business Association of New York, Inc., are reaching  out to Central Avenue building owners to help them save hundreds on annual energy costs.  The Central Avenue project was developed under NYSERDA’s  Capital/Saratoga Energy $mart Communities program. Currently, four buildings on Central Avenue have already received energy assessments that  estimate average annual savings of $500 per building.  Low-interest loans, cash incentives, and energy audits are available through NYSERDA to help with energy-efficiency upgrades.


	Building owners can save money by making improvements such as replacing boilers, installing compact fluorescent lamps, or insulating piping.  Money saved on energy costs will help strengthen and maintain local businesses on Central Avenue, and help to revitalize the neighborhood.
