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January 31, 2000 - Montgomery County issued a Letter of Support to the Ohio Department of Development for the Rebuild America Program.  

June 6, 2000 - Montgomery County entered into a Partnership Agreement with the State of Ohio and the U.S. Department of Energy for the Rebuild America Program.

November 8, 2000 - Montgomery County and the State of Ohio give a presentation on the Rebuild America Program to the West Central Ohio Chapter of the Association of Energy Engineers (WCOAEE).

April 10, 2001 - Montgomery County hires a consulting engineering firm for a study titled, “Energy & Utility Consulting Services Project – Phase I - Developing an Electricity Purchasing and Demand Reduction Strategy for Montgomery County, Ohio”. 

April 17, 2001 - Montgomery County entered into a Partnership Agreement with the State of Ohio and the U.S. Department of Energy for the Ohio Motor Challenge Demonstration Program.  

May 8, 2001 - Montgomery County submitted a Grant Application to the Ohio Department of Development for the Rebuild America Program.

August 14, 2001 - Montgomery County submitted an application to participate in the ICMA (International City/County Management Association)/USEPA Energy Star Buildings Program.

September 20, 2001 - Montgomery County is one of 6 city/county government jurisdictions selected nationwide to participate in the ICMA/USEPA Energy Star Buildings Program.    

November 27, 2001 - Montgomery County entered into an agreement with the State of Ohio for a $50,000 matching grant for the Rebuild America Program, to complete building energy efficiency audits for all of its facilities by October 2002.

December 19, 2001 - Montgomery County completes the Ohio Motor Challenge Demonstration Program by surveying, testing, and setting up a software database for over 600 motors.  A report titled, “Montgomery County, Ohio – Motor Drive System Assessment”, was issued.

January 3, 2002 - Montgomery County receives the draft report for the study titled, “Energy & Utility Consulting Services Project – Phase I - Developing an Electricity Purchasing and Demand Reduction Strategy for Montgomery County, Ohio”.

January 10, 2002 - Montgomery County submits an application to be an “Energy Smart Community” as part of the State of Ohio’s, “Governor’s Energy Smart Community Challenge”.
