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I. Summary of Montgomery County’s RBA Program Activities.

Work on Montgomery County’s Rebuild America Partnership continued this Quarter primarily with work on starting the energy audit process for County facilities. 

II. Partnership Formation for the Rebuild America Program.

Montgomery County has been working with the City of Dayton (which is the largest city in Montgomery County) to get them involved in the Rebuild America Partnership.  A meeting was held to introduce the Rebuild America Program to them. 

III. Building Energy Audit Work.  

Under Grant Agreement 02-12, Montgomery County has agreed to complete building energy efficiency audits on its facilities.  The Public Works (PW) and Sanitary Engineering (SE) Departments have started on this process by identifying the facilities that are to be audited.  Also, the data gathering process has begun.  Information on the buildings is being compiled by PW and SE personnel, including information on building square footage, building envelope, electricity and natural gas usage, HVAC and lighting equipment, occupancy patterns, and office equipment.  Montgomery County plans to hire consulting engineering firms to continue this energy audit process.  Completion of most of the energy audits is expected by September 2002.

IV. Future RBA Program Work Schedule.

Montgomery County will continue to form partnerships for the State of Ohio/Montgomery County Rebuild America Program.  Montgomery County intends to complete the building energy audit process on its facilities by September 30, 2002.  In order to complete this process, Montgomery County intends to hire several local consulting engineering firms to complete the energy audit process, with the stipulation that they become part of the Montgomery County Rebuild America Partnership.

V. Related Montgomery County Energy Activities.

In 2001, Montgomery County was one of 6 city/county governments selected nationwide to participate in the ICMA’s (International City/County Management Association) Energy Benchmarking/USEPA’s Energy Star Buildings Program.  As part of this program, Montgomery County will rank the energy use of its applicable facilities using the Energy Star benchmarking process.
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
