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I. Summary of Montgomery County’s RBA Program Activities.

Work on Montgomery County’s Rebuild America (RBA) Partnership continued this Quarter primarily with work on continuing the energy audit process for County facilities. 

II. Partnership Formation for the Rebuild America Program.

Two consulting engineering firms became partners last quarter in Montgomery County’s Rebuild America Partnership.  These two firms were Mid-West Building Diagnostics of Xenia, Ohio, and Energy Information Systems of Dayton, Ohio.   

III. Building Energy Audit Work.  

Under Grant Agreement 02-12, Montgomery County has agreed to complete building energy efficiency audits on its facilities.  Two contracts were awarded last quarter for the purpose of continuing the energy audit process.  One of these contracts (for $5,000) was issued to Gayle Sampson of Mid-West Building Diagnostics to provide start-up consulting services for our RBA Partnership.  The other contract (also for $5,000) was issued to Kelly Kissock of Energy Information Solutions to provide energy auditing services for the County Administration Building.  The purpose of this contract is to produce an example energy audit process and report for the later audits to follow.  

IV. Future RBA Program Work Schedule.

Montgomery County recently issued an RFP (Request For Proposal) for consulting engineering services to provide further building energy audits.  These proposals from the consulting engineering firms are due back to the County by July19, 2002.  The County expects to have two or three more firms under contract for energy audits by early August.  These audits are for 17 Public Works facilities, with more planned for the future.  An RFP to energy audit Sanitary Engineering facilities will be issued sometime in August.  

V. Related Montgomery County Energy Activities.

On March 15, 2002, Montgomery County (in partnership with the Ohio Farm Bureau of Montgomery County) was one of 10 communities in the State of Ohio to be selected for the Governor’s Energy Smart Community Challenge.  As part of this program, Montgomery County and the Ohio Farm Bureau will form additional partnerships with the purpose of increasing energy efficiency and the use of renewable energy in Montgomery County communities.
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
