Currently, CNY is working to help Syracuse families reduce their energy bills by matching homeowners with assistance available through the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA).  It has partnered with the Home Center to bring resources to needy residents and looks to partner with more organizations to bring resources to the community.

To improve existing homes, CNY matches homeowners with NYSERDA’s Home Performance with Energy Star® program, which provides low cost audits and technical assistance to increase energy efficiency.  Low interest loans are available to help families make improvements and cash incentives are also available for low-income families.  The New York Energy Star® Labeled Homes program is available for those building new homes.
