TO OWNERS AND MANAGERS OF PUBLICLY ASSISTED MULTIFAMILY BUILDINGS

The Assisted Multifamily Program (AMP) provides incentives to New York State publicly assisted, multifamily buildings for installation of measures to improve energy efficiency and energy management, thus reducing the energy burden for low-income consumers.  Multifamily buildings are residential buildings with five or more units. 

AMP offers considerable technical and financial incentives for electric-resistance heat replacement, boiler and water heater replacement, air sealing and insulation, appliance replacement, high efficiency lighting, energy efficient windows installation and other energy saving measures.  A program factsheet is attached.

The first AMP projects to be implemented in this region are being carried out at four senior citizen complexes managed by the St. Lawrence County Housing Council.  The attached summary of results on the technical audit and financial assistance package were recently announced.
