Tour of Public Safety Facility:

The Public Safety Facility is designed to achieve a LEED Silver 

rating and includes many green features including underfloor air distribution, reclaimed water used for toilets and irrigation, daylighting and energy efficient lighting systems, and building materials with recycled content. The approximately 118,000 square foot facility will serve as headquarters for the Police Department and will house the Fire Department's administrative offices, Fire Prevention, and a new City Emergency Operations Center. The building will also include a new jail facility and modern dispatch facilities that are coordinated between Police and Fire.

Tour of Colorado Court Affordable Housing:

Colorado Court is a showcase for green building technologies and design, and exceeds Title 24 by 50 %, saving $10,000 per year in energy costs.  Almost 100 % of the site’s power is generated by solar PV and an onsite gas turbine.  The project has been registered for LEED certification, Gold rating.
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
