Information to bring with you to Columbus

For the FEDS Training Session

Thank you for registering to attend FEMP's training session.  Our goal is for you to leave the session having run the FEDS software on at least part of your site, gaining the knowledge and skills necessary to analyze energy opportunities and evaluate and develop potential projects.  Our ability to meet this goal will depend largely on the information that you bring with you to the workshop.  

Below is a list of the type of information we recommend you bring for your buildings.  Don't be discouraged by this list -- it is NOT necessary to bring ALL of the information listed below if it is not readily available to you (except for those items listed as being required).  Having the information makes it easier, but a general familiarity with the buildings at your site will also be helpful.  However, please be aware that the more detailed the information you can provide to FEDS, the more accurate the results will be and the closer you will be to developing projects.  

Required Information:

· Real property list or other building data such as location, building type, construction year, square footage, occupancy type and schedule

· Energy cost data – for all fuels used

· Electric rate schedules (incl. any seasonal or time-of-day rates and demand ratchets) 

· Basic lighting types and percentage of area served (e.g., 10% incandescent / 90% fluorescent)

· Fuel & equipment types for heating, cooling, and hot water service

Additional Helpful Information:

· Financing information (type of financing to be used, costs associated with financing)

· Annual fuel consumption data

· Number of occupants

· Months in which the building is unoccupied

· Building floor plans

· Building geometry and dimensions

· Number of floors in each building

· Window area as a percentage of gross wall area

· Construction characteristics:

· Roof, floor, and wall types

· Insulation R-values

· Window frame types, number of panes (e.g., double-paned), presence of shading/tinting/films

· Detailed lighting fixture technologies (e.g., 2x4 3F32T8 w/ electronic ballasts) and fixture counts

· Heating and cooling thermostat set-points, & equipment vintages/capacities/efficiencies

· Ventilation system parameters and operating mode

· Hot water storage capacity and other general system characteristics

· Electric motor information (size, speed, number, age, load, operating schedule)

· Miscellaneous equipment – data regarding the presence of any "out of the ordinary" equipment (e.g., a mainframe computer in an office building)

We will do our best to assist you, but it is important to be realistic about what can be accomplished during the very short session.  If, for example, your site has hundreds or thousands of buildings, you will not be able to enter all of this information and run FEDS in that time.  If you are responsible for a large number of buildings, we recommend that you select a single building to focus on – one with a single function i.e. a small class room building or residence hall.  

If you are not currently responsible for any buildings or do not have this type of information available, but still want to attend the workshop, please do so!  There are certain to be attendees who would welcome your assistance with their buildings… or we will have a case study that you can work on to become familiar with FEDS.

Again – please don't be put off by the list.  Gather what information you have and come to the workshop and get as far along as you can!  Computers will be available for your use but please feel free to bring your laptop computer if you would like.  We would also recommend that you bring a calculator.
